No. 18/16, 95/18, and 22/23), the Municipal Administration of the Municipality of Merogina issues the
following

DECISION

NO ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT STUDY IS REQUIRED for the project of
reconstructing the Business Facility - Object No. 5, cadastral parcel No. 1358/2, cadastral municipality of
Oblacdina, the investor being the Municipality of Merosina, 17 Tsar Lazar Street, Meroéina.

The investor is obliged to implement the minimum environmental protection measures specified
by the following:

1. The project investor is required to comply with the Law on Planning and Construction (Official Gazette
of the Republic of Serbia, No. 72/09) and related bylaws adopted based on this law;

2. Regularly clean access areas and prevent scattered construction materials during transport;
3. Organize soil protection measures, in case of soil and upper soil layer spills during the work;

4. Manage waste materials produced during the process of reconstruction (communal waste,
construction waste, and metals including iron, plastic, paper, old tires, etc.) by collecting, sorting, and
storing in locations designated for disposal and waste management;

5. Comply with the Law on Noise Protection (Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia, No. 96/21) and
relevant bylaws adopted based on this law.



Explanation

The investor, the Municipality of Mero$ina, 17 Tsar Lazar Street, submitted a request on
22.10.2024, for a decision on whether an environmental impact assessment is required for the project of
reconstructing the Business Facility - Object No. 5, cadastral parcel No. 1358/2, cadastral municipality of
Oblacina.

The following documents were submitted with the request:

1. Completed request form and submission of the application on the need for an
environmental impact assessment, issued by the Ministry of Science and Environmental Protection, No.
110-00-6/2005-01 on 21.07.2005;

2. Conceptual design;
3. Graphic depiction of the micro and macro location;
4. Conditions and approvals from other relevant authorities.

After reviewing the submitted documentation of the request and in accordance with the Decree
on determining the list of projects for which an environmental impact assessment is mandatory and the
list of projects for which an environmental impact assessment may be requested (“Official Gazette of the
Republic of Serbia,” No. 114/2008), the competent environmental protection authority at the Municipal
Administration of Mero$ina has determined that the subject project is not on the list requiring a
mandatory environmental impact assessment study, nor is it on the list for which an environmental
impact assessment may be requested.

The Municipal Administration of Mero3ina, in accordance with Article 10, Paragraph 1 and 2 of
the Law on Environmental Impact Assessment, informed the relevant authorities and the interested
public.

No comments or objections were raised during the public inspection.
